
The Cleveland Play House offers Totally Free Matinees to select schools in the Cleveland Metropolitan School District. Schools may 

choose from the Theatre or Classroom Matinee options. 

The Theatre Matinee program (grades 6-12) includes tickets to a performance, a talk back with the actors, funds for transportation to 

and from the performance, student guides, in-theatre educational workshops and a special preview performance and a professional 

development workshop for participating teachers and principals.

The Classroom Matinee program (grades K-5) includes a performance in your school’s auditorium and a workshop for each classroom 

that attends (up to 4 classrooms of 25 students) complete with take-home information and activities for students. 

Acceptance into this program is by application only.  Schools may only submit one application.  Applications are accepted on a rolling 

basis but funds are limited. Schools are encouraged to apply early in the school year. In addition to the completed application, a 

commitment to the program by both the teachers and principal is of the utmost importance to making this program successful for both 

CMSD and its students.

How To Apply
To apply for a CMSD Totally Free Matinee Program, applicants must submit all the following materials.  

Incomplete applications will not be considered.

1. Application Form: Please complete all the information requested in the form. Be sure to mark your matinee preferences.

2. Application Questions: Please submit a short essay that answers the following questions 

(essays shouldn’t exceed two typed pages):

a)	 Please describe why your school is interested in participating in the CPH Totally Free Field Trip program and how your school would 

benefit from this program.

b)	Does your school participate or plan to participate in educational programs with other theaters, arts organizations, or community 

organizations? If so, please tell us how long you have been involved and describe how this relationship benefits your students.

c)	 How do you plan to integrate CPH productions and support materials into your course work?
